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J. Tracy Power (B.A., Emory University, M.A., Ph.D., University of South Carolina) is 

an assistant professor of history and director of the college archives at Newberry College. 

He was for many years a historian at the South Carolina Department of Archives and 

History, where he was coordinator of the South Carolina Historical Marker Program and 

co-coordinator of the National Register of Historic Places Program. Power, the author of 

the award-winning Lee’s Miserables: Life in the Army of Northern Virginia from the 

Wilderness to Appomattox (University of North Carolina Press, 1998), co-editor of The 

Leverett Letters: Correspondence of a South Carolina Family, 1851-1868 (University of 

South Carolina Press, 2000), and author of the children’s biography Stonewall Jackson:

also published numerous articles, essays in reference books and collections, and book
